Gymnastics Foundations Evaluation (Updated June, 2011) 

There is a final component to completing the Gymnastics Foundations certification: an evaluation of the coach. Once a coach has completed the three (3) Gymnastics Foundations courses in order (GF Intro, GF Theory and GF Discipline specific course) and the Make Ethical Decisions online evaluation, http://www.coachingmanitoba.ca the coach may request to be evaluated. Successful completion of the evaluation will complete a coach's Gymnastics Foundations certification. 

Please Note:
 there is NO time requirement between the coach taking the GF Discipline course and completing the GF Evaluation. However, the coach MUST complete their coaching portfolio prior to the evaluation, which does take time to put together.

Interim Evaluation Process 

Until Gymnastics Canada finalizes the above evaluation process, each province has been given the working materials to process evaluations in the interim, provided that the procedures outlined are strictly adhered to. 

As a result we have this unique opportunity to process evaluations. Each MGA member club (that has coaches that need to finish certification in the Gymnastics Foundations program) will be allowed to name one evaluator (per discipline) for their club: either the head coach or the lead coach. The club evaluator(s) must have been certified Level 1 or Gymnastics Foundations for a minimum of one (1) year, or be certified Level 2 (or higher). The name of the club evaluator(s) must be submitted to Zlatica Stauder prior to the evaluator facilitating any evaluations. 

Evaluations should take between 2½ and 4 hours to complete. The Gymnastics Canada “Coach Evaluation” package and “Evaluator’s Guide” MUST be used. These are available in electronic format from the RGM. 

The “Coach Evaluation” package is available »HERE« so that eligible Gymnastics Foundations coaches can easily access it. Clubs requiring a copy of the “Evaluator Guide” should request it from Zlatica Stauder. 

As these interim evaluations will be completed within the club, no fees will be collected by the RGM. It is up to the individual club to determine if and how much their club evaluator(s) will be compensated and if there is to be a charge to the coach. 

Information for Club Evaluators 

The evaluator’s responsibilities are as follows: 

Prior to the Evaluation 

. review the coach`s portfolio to ensure it is properly completed (detailed portfolio content requirements are available in the “Evaluator’s Guide”) 

. schedule the evaluation session with the coach 

During the Evaluation and Follow Up 

. observe the coach while he/she actively coaches a class/lesson 

. conduct a debriefing session with the coach and design an action plan to assist the coach in developing long and short term goals 

. send a copy of pages 5-15 and 19-20 of the coach’s completed “Coach Evaluation” package to the RGM (the coach should retain the originals). Please do not send the ENTIRE package, just the requested pages. 

. The RGM requires the “Coach Evaluation” package in order to process certification for the coach. 

It is imperative that club evaluators complete the evaluation process as laid out in the “Evaluator’s Guide”. If there is any question as to the quality of evaluation that MB coaches receive, Gymnastics Canada has the authority to refuse the certification process. 

We encourage all clubs to take advantage of this window of opportunity to “Certify” their coaches.
